CREATIVITY AS APHENOMENON AND THE LEVEL
OF ITS DEVELOPMENT IN HIGHER EDUCATION STUDENTS

Understanding creativity in modern science allows us to identify criteria for distinguishing indicators
of creativity within different approaches, and allows us to distinguish between creativity and creativity as
similar, but to a greater extent, different phenomena of psychological reality. Most scholars define creativity
as a universal creative ability characterized by originality, flexibility; the process of reconstructing elements
in new combinations; the ability to generate original ideas in the context of solving or posing new problems;
the ability to find solutions in non-standard situations, focus on the discovery of new things and the ability to
deeply understand one’s experience; which is also characterized in such a way that creativity is a force that
promotes positive self-esteem and ensures the self-movement of the individual in his or her development. The
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paper analyzes and reveals the essence of such approaches to understanding creativity as the psychometric
approach (J. Guilford, E. R. Torrance); the approach based on problem solving and expertise; the cognitive
approach, whose representatives, when studying creativity, tried to understand the mental processes, ideas
and mechanisms underlying creative thought, etc. In understanding the concept of creativity, we finally
emphasize that creativity includes thinking aimed at producing ideas or products that are new and, importantly,
valuable. We have considered the creative potential of the individual, in particular, the peculiarities of the creative
and personal development of managers. The level of creativity development in higher education students
of different specialties is empirically determined, and a low level of its development is revealed in both
Ukrainian and Chinese students. In the future, a program for the formation of creativity of higher education
students through training is being developed in order to provide both the industrial and artistic spheres with
creative specialists in the future who will be able not only to perceive innovations but also to initiate them

themselves.
