DEVELOPMENT OF STUDENTS’ SPEECH ACTIVITY
AT NON-LINGUISTIC FACULTIES

The article discusses the issues of development of students’ speech activity during foreign language classes
at non-linguistic faculties, it also the types and criteria that reflect the essence of the phenomenon, and various
forms of organizing students’ learning activities that enhance their communicative-speech activity.
