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INCLUSIVE SCHOOL CULTURE AS A FACTOR IN MINIMIZING
MANIFESTATIONS OF DISCRIMINATION AND BULLYING TOWARD CHILDREN
WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS (SEN)

Abstract. The article provides a comprehensive study of the role of inclusive school culture as a fundamental
mechanism for preventing discrimination and bullying toward children with special educational needs (SEN).
The relevance of the study is driven by the modern transformation of the Ukrainian education system, which
demands a shift from merely providing technical access to deep engagement of all students in social relations.
The author analyzes inclusive culture as a dynamic system of shared values and beliefs, serving as the foundation
for the development of inclusive policy and the evolution of inclusive practice.

Special attention is paid to the high vulnerability of children with disabilities to victimization. The research
presents statistical data indicating that students with SEN face bullying two to three times more often than
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their neurotypical peers, with victimization rates reaching 24.5% as early as primary school. Specific forms
of bullying are examined, including social exclusion (relational bullying), verbal aggression, physical bullying,
and cyberbullying.

The methodological basis of the study is the "Index for Inclusion" by T. Booth and M. Ainscow, which
structures school development across three dimensions. Within this framework, creating an inclusive culture
is identified as the core stage, without which changes in policy and practice remain superficial. The article
details modern strategies for minimizing negative phenomena: the implementation of Universal Design for
Learning, the Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) system (the "Stop—Walk—Talk" strategy),
and the evidence-based KiVa prevention program.

The study substantiates the key roles of the psychological and pedagogical support team, teacher assistants,
and parents in the socialization and destigmatization of children. Furthermore, the potential of restorative
practices ("community circles") is outlined as an alternative to punitive measures for aggressors. The author
concludes that the systematic development of an inclusive culture transforms the school into a safe space
where differences are perceived as a resource rather than a problem, ensuring equal educational opportunities

and the right to development for every student.
