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TRANSFORMATION OF SOCIAL AND POLITICAL PRIORITIES
OF THE UKRAINIAN MILITARY DURING THE FIRST WORLD WAR

The article examines the main factors that determine the specifics of the transformation of the socio-political
priorities of military personnel. It has been proven that the socio-political consciousness of military personnel is
one of the main constituent forms of social consciousness, which, as a rule, arises together with the emergence
of statehood and political power and is the most general category that characterizes the subjective side
of politics as a whole. It is noted that a military serviceman is involved in social and political activities to one
degree or another. This is an important area of military service, where the process of forming the consciousness
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of soldiers, especially their social and political qualities, takes place. The specifics of the transformation
of the socio-political priorities of Ukrainian servicemen in the spirit of patriotism and devotion to the statist
idea, who fought during the World War I as part of foreign (Austro-Hungarian, Russian) armed forces, are
highlighted.

Itis emphasized that significant changes in their socio-political views became the essential factor of the impact
of the war on Ukrainian soldiers. The World War I of 1914-1918 was not only a global military conflict, but
also a war where the mood of the army and society was no less important than the supply of ammunition or
the provision of military equipment. Everything changes in a person who has received a weapon: worldview,
self-esteem, attitude towards others. Weapons are power and authority, which gives self-confidence and dictates
the style of behavior, creates the illusion of self-importance. War forms a special type of personality, which can
be defined as the socio-political psychology of a warrior. Such changes in consciousness were a characteristic

phenomenon of the soldiers’ morale, their perception, emotions, and moods.
